A Word from Fr. Ray

My dear friends,

The following is some important data concerning our “Outreach
Program from Jane Fransioli:”

As the holidays are whirling towards us, the Social Concerns
Board is advising us to spend less money for the season in
order to keep our Outreach program solvent. This year, we are
promising turkeys to the needy without the “trimmings”. Our
traditional Thanksgiving potluck and “Basket-making” evening,
scheduled for Monday, November 25" will not entail making
up baskets for the needy, but rather we will spend it cutting
Love Tree ornaments only. In the past, we have had to spend
money on quantities of the “trimmings” to add to that collected
from the altar. Our funding is not adequate to do that this year.
At the present time, we are unaware of donations which will
come in towards this endeavor, so we’re not promising what
we can’t deliver. If commodities do come in, they will, of
course, be offered along with the turkeys. Thank you for all the
outreach you do on behalf of this parish. Though it seems we
might be doing less, we find that there are many more food
pantries in the city and immediately within a one mile radius of
our parish to augment the work we strive to do here for the
needy. Together, we are serving the poor.

| offer my deepest gratitude on behalf of the staff and
parishioners for all of the coin donations for our utility needs.
We are going to discontinue the coins for utilities until next
spring and resume collecting when things warm up around
here. This has been a great effort on your parts to help with the
costs of power. Thanks again for your generous support.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Every week, some treasures from our tradition are
shared here. Where does all this history come from? The
history of God’s people of prayer is always coming to
light, mostly because scholars have dedicated their lives
to research. They translate and ponder prayers and
songs; explore the places used for worship; look at the
vessels, books, and vestments; and read works from
legal documents to letters and diaries. In the 1930s,
Hitler's rush to arm Germany closed seminaries as
priests and seminarians alike were drafted into service.

One professor, Father Josef Jungman, forced from his
classroom, spent the war years in an Austrian library. His
careful work disclosed much of what we know of the
history of the Mass. His great work, The Mass of the
Roman Rite, describes the evolution of Eucharistic
celebration and inspired generations of scholars to
explore a tradition surprisingly rich and varied. It was
said of him that he had a command of the past that cast
new light on the present, and opened up a clear direction
to the future. His contributions to the Second Vatican
Council helped shape the way that we worship today. At
the end of his life, in 1975, his studies completed, he told
a friend that he was waiting patiently for the Lord’s knock

at the door to take him to the heavenly banquet.

REFLECTING ON GOD’S WORD

Luke sketches his characters quickly but with
precision, telling us all we need to know to appreciate
the situation. Zacchaeus was chief tax collector, a
wealthy man, and short. Most important, he was a
seeker, trying to catch sight of Jesus. Because of the
crowd Jesus attracted as he was passing through town
and because of his height, Zacchaeus had to climb a
tree. His stature might not have been the only reason
why. Tax collectors were nobody’s favorite; they
collaborated with the Roman occupiers and became rich
to the detriment of their own people. Up a tree would
have been the safest location for a tax collector in a
crowd.

What makes this story so appealing is the joy that both
Jesus and Zacchaeus show in meeting each other.
“Come down quickly,” Jesus says, “for today | must stay
at your house” (Luke 19:50). Zacchaeus drops quickly
and receives Jesus with joy. The crowd, however, does
not share in this joy. They grumble about a prophet
eating with a sinner! But Zacchaeus holds his ground,
saying that if—notice the “if"—he has defrauded anyone,
he will make amends four-fold, keeping to the strictest
restitution demanded by the law. Jesus, not to be
overdone in generosity, proclaims: “Today salvation has
come to this house” (19:9), adding that this is why he
came in the first place, “to seek and save what was
lost” (19:10).

Sometimes we can find ourselves “up a tree,” even in
our relationship with God. Remember Zacchaeus. Jesus
brought him down safely and restored him to the
community. This is why he still comes into our lives: to

bring salvation to our own house. —James A. Wallace, c.ss.R.
