THE CATHOLIC CHURCH -

This popular way of describing the
universality of our Church is a theme of
today’s readings. The prophet Isaiah tells of
God’s servant who will be the “light of the
nations.” It will not be enough for this servant
only to bring back the survivors of Israel’s
dispersion and captivity. God’s salvation
must reach to the ends of the earth. Saint
Paul writes to a local church of mainly
Gentiles and presumably former sinners of
all kinds in Corinth. He greets them and tells
them that they are to take their place with “saints everywhere” in the name of
Jesus Christ.

The Gospel reading from John tells of Jesus’ commissioning by the Father
in the Holy Spirit to bring salvation to all, to take away the sins of the world.
This Chosen One has come to baptize the world in God’s Spirit. Everybody.
As you hear these words, consider your own task to bring the good news of
salvation to everyone you will meet in the coming days, weeks, years.

It is with great sadness that we have had to make
some radical changes with our beloved gift shop.

After much deliberation over the management and
accounting of the gift shop, it was decided by the
CTK Finance Committee to reorganize the
procedures of how fiscal accounting would be
maintained, and at the request of the Finance
Director of the Diocese of Las Vegas, it became
necessary to have an improved accounting of the gift
shop.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The symbols and actions of baptism evolved around the
experience of adults dying to old patterns of life and rising
from the waters of baptism as new creations. As for newborn
babies, at first it was desired to wait until the following
Easter, when they could be baptized, anointed with chrism,
and given a taste of the Eucharist in association with adults.
The Church was always willing to baptize adults in
emergency situations outside the Easter timetable, and in
time, since infancy itself was a life-threatening situation, the
baptism of babies became commonplace. As with the
‘emergency” adult baptisms, it was required that parents
bring the child, as soon as health was recovered, to the
bishop for the full menu of sacraments. The very real fear of
death for infants thus created a situation in which the three
sacraments drifted apart from each other, and away from
their original, adult celebration at Easter. Today, at last, we
know a great deal about how our practices evolved. This
knowledge is reshaping how we celebrate Easter, how we
receive adult faith, and how we structure the faith journey of
children. —Rev. James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

las normas del arte cristiano, los retablos latinoamericanos
son bellos ejemplos de la mezcla de culturas amerindias,
europeas Yy africanas. Pero no todos los retablos son
pequefos. En muchas iglesias coloniales de Latinoameérica
se encuentran retablos gigantescos hechos de marmol o
madera, cubiertos de oro y joyas que recuerdan los grandes
retablos europeos, pero con el color y folclor
latinoamericano. Originalmente, los retablos europeos eran
pequefos y moviles, de tal manera que se podian colocar
sobre un altar para la celebracién de la Misa. Cuando la
Iglesia fue construyendo sus propios templos, los retablos
empezaron a formar parte de la decoracion de los santuarios
y tomaron dimensiones impresionantes. Los retablos
pequefos pasaron a los hogares de los fieles, quienes
quieren tener a Cristo y sus santos como parte de su diario
Vivir.

“FACING THE NEW YEAR WITH HOPE”
JANUARY 2014

Another year. They seem to go by so fast the older one gets;
so sees this writer. How to navigate another one in a positive
way? With hope and confidence as our directional signs | would
suggest.

What is hope? Author William Lynch offers this description:
“Hope is the fundamental knowledge and feeling that there is a
way out of difficulty, that things can work out, that we as human
persons can somehow handle and manage internal and external
reality; it is a sense of the possible.”

Imagination is central to hope. Imagination is that faculty that
envisions what cannot yet be seen, that constantly proposes that
the boundaries of the possible are wider than they seem
(Lynch).

Webster’s Dictionary states that imagination is the act or
power of forming mental images of what is not present. It is what
led the late Robert Kennedy to quote George Bernard Shaw:
“Some see things as they are and say, ‘why?’ | dream of things
that never were and say, ‘why not?”” In other words, imagination
is what helps us to consider and create alternatives to the status
quo.

Woodrow Wilson wrote: “We grow great by dreams. All big
men (and women) are dreamers. They see things in the soft
haze of a spring day or in the red fire of a long winter’s evening.
Some of us let these great dreams die, but others nourish and
protect them; nurse them through bad days till they bring them to
the sunshine and light which comes always to those who hope
that their dreams will come true.”

Ingenuity and creativity go hand in hand. Consider the
following hopeful signs of these two dynamics in the Las Vegas
valley.

The city of North Las Vegas saved the former Craig Ranch
Golf Course from development by purchasing the 170 acres and
turning it into a wonderful park for children of all ages and adults
who want a beautiful place to picnic, walk, or play a variety of
sports.

The realization by Jim Murren, Chairman and CEO of MGM
Resorts International, that as a result of the economic downturn
that began in 2007 the shift in Las Vegas is now more towards
tourist attractions and other non-gaming related options: “We will
be reimagining all of our resorts because that is what consumers
want to experience in the future.” One result: an open-air park-
like promenade linking New York-New York and Monte Carlo.,
which will open in phases between 2014 and 2016.

While honoring these innovators we must guard against a
failure of the imagination in the New Year for it leads to a failure
of inspiration. Ronald Rolheiser, in his book, Against an Infinite
Horizon explains, “We lack imagination when we stand before
(an) experience petrified, frozen, and unable to cope with what is
there.” Our imagination is healthy when we can stand before any
reality and maintain a sense of hope.

In addition to the importance of imagination for the virtue of
hope, is the ability to wait. Since hope directs itself toward good
things that belong to the future, that are sometimes difficult to
achieve, then it must know how to wait. We cannot be faithful to
hope while at the same time demand instant solutions. However,
waiting does not mean inaction but keeping in balance the
tension between what is and what is not yet reality with
confidence. As one writer put it, ‘The decision to wait gives the
future the only chance it has to emerge.” Along the way, it helps
to pay attention to the ‘signs of hope’ that appear —small and
large - they keep our confidence in hope alive.

What ‘signs of hope’ inspire you, locally and globally?
Perhaps they appear in a particular person or persons or an
event. Thank God for them.
