LITURGY CORNER 
Part Three:  Sharing Our Parish Story through Life and Faith 

The Feast of Christ the King 
The Feast of Christ the King is a great day for us as Christians, as Catholics and especially 

for us as a parish community, founded 36 years ago in November of 1978.   We as 
parishioners proclaim Christ not only as Lord, Savior, Shepherd and King, but take on His 
name as a parish community.  Christ’s mission becomes our mission in a very special way. 

When the parish began 36 years ago it was with the express hope of Bishop McFarland to 
Fr. Bill Kenny that Christ the King make such an impression upon the Spring Valley and Las 
Vegas communities that if our doors were to ever close, our presence, our “outreach” would 
be greatly missed.  Today in 2014 we can truly say that outreach into the community has 
been and is continuing to make an impact upon our city. 

As members of Christ the King Catholic Community we are called upon to continually 
follow the example of the humble Christ in service to the poor, the needy, the hungry, the 
imprisoned and all who live on the fringes of society.  Our courtyard sculpture reminds us 
that we are to make the scripture passage of Matthew 25: 31-46 engraved into the sculpture, 
come alive.   

When we strive to live the paschal mystery, our self surrender for the sake of “another” is 
possible.  As we grow in discipleship and live the mystery of daily dying and rising we can 
look upon others as Christ, see and love others as Christ, do for them as we would for Christ 
himself.  This is Matthew 25 set into action. 

The time is NOW…We do not have the luxury of waiting for some future day to be Christ 
for others.  The time of judgment is NOW, not later.  After we die it will be too late.  

What will happen when you come face to face with God?  Will God recognize you as a 
Christian, a person of faith, a person of love put into action? 

God’s call to service is always there.  There are many ways we can be of service to others: 
through taking part in donating money and food to the needy,  working in our Outreach 
programs, volunteering as a Liturgical Minister at mass, monetarily supporting the parish 
each week or even just saying a kind word or giving another help in the smallest way.  It is 
there that God is found. 

As you begin each day remember that whatever you do to the least of God’s people, you 
do to Him!   Be blessed!

Religious Education first 
Our sacrament preparation is a family preparation 
process that requires the participation of the child and 
a parent or guardian in monthly sessions.
