lines.
And there is no straighter line than that between the woman whose
misery is intense and the God whose mercy in Jesus is deeper and
more acute. You just can’t beat this kind of good news.

Jubilee Year of Mercy
March 13, 2016
Fifth Sunday of Lent
How fitting that the first Sunday Angelus of Pope
Francis, who has made mercy his papacy's theme, took
place the last time today's Gospel about Jesus' encounter
with the adulterous woman was proclaimed. "Jesus'
attitude is striking," Francis declared. "We do not hear
words of scorn or condemnation, only words of love, of
mercy, an invitation to conversion: 'Neither do | condemn
you'" (John 8:11). Francis continued: "God's face is the
face of a merciful father who is always patient. Have you
thought about God's patience, the patience [God] has with
each one of us? That is [God's] mercy. [God] always has
patience, patience with us . . . understands us . . . waits for
us . .. does not tire of forgiving us" if we return 'with a
contrite heart" (Pope Francis, Angelus address, March 17,
2013). Parishes preparing catechumens may proclaim
Jesus' raising of Lazarus. Referring to Lazarus, and all
those "raised" from the "death" of sin, Jesus defines the
community's "mission of mercy"-- "Untie him and let him

Treasures from Our Tradition

Three years ago, as we made the
shift in the Eucharistic Prayer from
“Benedict’ to “Francis,” we named a
“treasure” in our tradition. From
apostolic times, the Church has sent
disciples on mission with a mandate
to proclaim the gospel. Paul and
Barnabas and Timothy come to
mind as men invested with
responsibility for community and
mission. First we see bishops,
“overseers,” good men appointed by
the acclaim of their people, the
center of leadership, of prayer, of
word and sacrament. Their
territories were small initially, small
enough to get everyone into one
room and for the bishop to know
everyone’s name.

In time, men were appointed to
function as a council of advisers,
“elders,” or presbyters. That isn’'t a
comment on chronological age,
rather it indicates the maturity of
their wisdom and faith. Before long,
and only when the bishop was
absent, some of these men “stood
in” for him to do what bishops
usually did: preaching, presiding at
Eucharist. The deacons had a
strong and visible role in liturgy and
service, especially in the care of the
poor, but were gradually
overshadowed by the new
importance of the presbyter. As the
Roman Empire first tottered and
then collapsed completely by 476,
bishops increasingly became civil
servants to maintain order and
dispense justice. Conferences and
duties summoned bishops away
from their home posts, and
presbyters were entrusted with the
sacramental and preaching duties,
even though at one time runners
were sent out from the bishop’s
Mass to bring fragments of the host
to drop into chalices as a sign of the
church’s unity around its bishop.—

FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT
SIN NO MORE

We have been striving through
Lent to repent of our sins and
failings, and to follow Jesus more
closely. Here in the story of the
woman caught in adultery, we see
Jesus forgiving the woman, saving
her from a horrible death, and
urging her not to sin any more. This
is a new thing, one that brings out
something for which the law had not
allowed--forgiveness. Of course one
can sin no more if they are dead,
caught in their sins forever. But
Jesus introduces the concepts of

forgiveness and reconciliation.

SOMETHING NEW

Both Isaiah and Paul proclaim that
"something new" is happening in
Jesus. Isaiah says, "Remember not
the events of the past, the things of
long ago consider not; see, | am
doing something new!" He
prophesied that God, in Christ, will
do something beyond the strict
boundaries of the law. He will
introduce forgiveness beyond the
sacrifice of animals in the temple.
He will sacrifice himself, the
unblemished Lamb; the sacrifice
that ends the Old Covenant and
begins something very new. Paul
says, "l consider everything as a
loss because of the supreme good
of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord . . .
not having any righteousness of my
own based on the law but that which
comes through faith in Christ." To
have faith does not just mean to
assent to some formula of the law in
our minds, but always to trust in the
saving power of Christ in our lives.
This comes to us through the pure
grace of God. Forgiveness is a gift
that allows us to forget the sins of
our past and move forward to the
new life of God. "[F]orgetting what
lies behind but straining forward to
what lies ahead, | continue my
pursuit toward the goal, the prize of
God's upward calling, in Christ
Jesus."

primary educators of our children."

IN SERVICE TO ONE. IN SERVICE TO ALL.

The Christian family constitutes a specific revelation
and realization of ecclesial communion, and for this
reason it can and should be called "the domestic church."

All members of a family, according to his or her gifts,
have the grace and responsibility of building, day by day,
the communion of persons, making the family "a school
of deeper humanity": this happens where there is care
and love for the little ones, the sick, the aged; where
there is mutual service every day; when there is a
sharing of goods, of joys and of sorrows. A fundamental
opportunity for building such a communion is constituted
by the educational exchange between parents and
children in which each gives and receives. st.
