Today’s Readings  
THE GIFT OF PEACE 

 
We are offered another vision in today’s 

second reading, a vision of the New 
Jerusalem, “coming down out of heaven 
from God” (Revelation 21:10). Read 
between the lines describing the radiant 
city, and we find that the greatest beauty 
revealed is the beauty of perfect 
symmetry and order, a city founded on 
the faith of the twelve tribes of Israel and 
the Twelve Apostles, lit only by the glory of God. 

The first reading and the Gospel are linked to this idealized 
description of the New Jerusalem. In both we read of distress and 
disturbance countered by the gift of peace. “[M]y peace I give to you,” 
Jesus assures his disciples at the Last Supper (John 14:27). In 
keeping with that gift, the apostles and elders, in the reading from Acts, 
decide not to disturb the peace of new Gentile believers. The undue 
burden of circumcision will not be imposed on them. 

 

EL DON DE PAZ 
 

Se nos ofrece una visión distinta en la segunda lectura de hoy, una 
visión de la Nueva Jerusalén, “que descendía del cielo, 
resplandeciente con la gloria de Dios” (Apocalipsis 21:10). Si 
buscamos el significado detrás de la descripción de la radiante ciudad, 
vemos que la belleza mayor que se revela es la belleza de una 
perfecta armonía y orden, una ciudad fundada en la fe de las doce 
tribus de Israel y los doce Apóstoles, alumbrada únicamente por la 
gloria de Dios. 

La primera lectura y el Evangelio también van conectados a esta 
descripción idealizada de la Nueva Jerusalén. En ambos leemos como 
la angustia y los altercados se contrarrestan con el don de la paz. “Mi 
paz les doy”, les asegura Jesús a sus discípulos en la Última Cena 
(Juan 14:27). De acuerdo con ese don, los apóstoles y presbíteros, en 
la lectura de los Hechos, deciden no alterar la paz de los nuevos 
creyentes gentiles. No han de imponerles la excesiva carga de la 
circuncisión.

A Word from Fr. Ray 
My dear friends, 

I apologize for having to repeat messages about 
finances.  As I indicated in past bulletins our contributions 
have severely gone down.  I realize that this is currently an 
issue with many parishes nationwide.  Nonetheless, the 
operation of this parish requires about $80,000 per month 
to just make expenses for accounts payable which would 
also include salary and benefits, health insurance, liability 
insurance, workmen’s compensation, retirements, life 
insurance and miscellaneous bills that pop out of nowhere 
from another universe.  As the warmer arrives, we will be 
shutting down the Community Center, as it’s extremely 
expensive to cool that building.  Arrangements for coffee 
and donuts will be in Room 1 of the Activity Center again 
this summer.  Thank you for your cooperation.  

Our Sunday collection is dropping week to week, and 
we really need to make sure that we stay in the $20,000 
range per week.  We are already behind by $23,000 for 
the month of April, 2016.  Please make note that 
contributions to Christ the King can be arranged through 
our digital link with a simple sign in process.  This is great 
when you’re out of town or cannot make it to Mass on a 
given Sunday.  You just click on the link and your 
contribution goes directly into our account.  Check it out on 
our website which is: CTKLV.org  

We have already ended the first quarter since we have 
started the new CSA for 2016, and we have only signed 
up pledges for about 185 families as of last Sunday.  Last 
week we got 20 new pledges, we really need about 400 to 
500 families to participate.   Be sure to pick up your 
envelopes to participate with the CSA 2016 campaign at 
the information center after the Sunday Masses or during 
the business hours at the parish office. 

I will be speaking at all the weekend Masses on May 8, 
2016 concerning our CSA campaign and the finances of 
Christ the King.

The virtue of mercy is being highlighted, in a 
special way, in 2016 by Pope Francis. His 
emphasis on the “tenderness of mercy” versus 
judgment and condemnation is a welcome 
relief to all men and women. 

 In this series, we will consider mercy in a 
variety of ways: God, as the source of mercy; 
the seven spiritual works of mercy and the 
seven corporal works of mercy; and being 
merciful to oneself. 

 Father Max Oliva is a Jesuit priest of the 
California Province.

Treasures from Our Tradition 
   One ancient Roman custom that 
was approved by the church was 
the veiling of the bride. When a 
single woman pledged her life to 
Christ, in a way of life not dissimilar 
to today’s religious women, the 
outward sign of this commitment 
was a veiling. In ancient Rome, a 
woman with uncovered head was 
unmarried, and a veiled woman was 
“off limits to suitors.” It was one 
small step to decide that a bride 
should receive a veil from the hands 
of the church as a sign of her new 
state in life. The prayer that 
accompanied the veiling was 
beautiful, and sung, a kind of 
consecratory prayer that was very 
similar to the prayer of ordination, or 
the prayers for blessing holy water 
or chrism. The “nuptial blessing” 
originally mentioned only the 
woman, although we know that the 
veil was often extended to cover the 
husband’s shoulders also. The 
blessing was located before the kiss 
of peace, which the priest gave to 
the husband, and the husband to his 
new bride. Remember that this is in 
the early centuries, long before the 
kiss of peace virtually disappeared 
from liturgy. 
   The veiling and blessing was 
required when priests or deacons 
married, was recommended to 
laypersons, but forbidden for certain 
public sinners and second 
marriages. The veiling of the couple 
was preserved in England until the 
Reformation, and is returning to 
practice among Swedish Lutherans 
after having fallen into disuse about 
seventy-five years ago. —Rev. James Field, 
Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co. 
 

 
Sixth Sunday of Easter 
   "There arose no little dissension 
and debate." Did that happen at 
work this week? Most of us can 
recall run-ins with coworkers, even 
with the boss. Did it happen while 
socializing with friends? Go easy on 
politics, religion . . . even sports. At 
home? Even the most peaceful 
household experiences a little "give 
and take" now and then. So where 
was it that "there arose no little 
dissension and debate"? That 
tumultuous conflict occurred among 
our first Christian ancestors, 
disrupting the community life of the 

early church. But today's Acts of the 
Apostles shows how beautifully the 
Holy Spirit, promised by Jesus in 
today's Gospel, helped the church 
achieve a grace-filled resolution. 
What evolved was that "reconciled 
diversity," often encouraged by 
Pope Francis and even envisioned 
in today's Revelation passage; and 
a wondrous experience of Jesus' 
promised Gospel gift: "Peace I leave 
with you; my peace I give to you."  
 
"IT IS THE DECISION OF THE 
HOLY SPIRIT AND OF US" 
   After "no little dissension and 
debate," what exactly was "the 
decision of the Holy Spirit and of 
us"? Since today's reading from 
Acts presents the first formal 
gathering of Apostles and leading 
authorities, we'd probably guess 
supremely challenging directives 
came forth, detailed membership 
guidelines, universally-commanded 
obedience. But these leaders 
humbly identified themselves as 
"brothers" and apologized that 
"some of our number . . . have upset 
you . . . and disturbed your peace of 
mind." So "the decision of the Holy 
Spirit" and church leaders who 
respected everyone as their 
brothers and sisters, offered 
comfort: "not to place on you any 
burden beyond these necessities." 
Indeed, their decision was heroically 
courageous and daringly decisive 
for the church's future. Amazingly 
set aside was Israel's lifelong, non-
negotiable requirement: Moses' 
command for circumcision, the 
covenant initiation ritual that sealed 
one's spiritual, cultural identity as 
one of God's chosen people. Why 
this previously unimaginable 
change? To welcome warmly and 
graciously the new Gentile minority 
seeking Christian community! 
 
"MERCY, TENDERNESS, 
COMPASSIONATE LOVE"  
   Those very qualities in the lives of 
the first Christian leaders enabled 
the early church to welcome 
"outsiders" and make them feel 
comfortably at home. The young 
community looked like Revelation's 
new Jerusalem, gates facing 
everywhere, welcoming everyone. 
Announcing this year's Jubilee Year 
of Mercy, Pope Francis declared 

mercy, tenderness, and 
compassionate love, offered 
unfailingly to all, essential to our 
identity as Jesus' disciples, crucial 
for authentic Christian witness. 
Sadly, wrote Francis, the practice of 
mercy seems to be waning in our 
world. But no matter what we 
experience from others, everyone 
who meets us should encounter 
Jesus' mercy. In today's Gospel, on 
the very night Jesus experienced 
betrayal, denial, and desertion, he 
still bequeathed shalom to those 
about to fail--and to us. Not the 
world's broken promises and 
competing self-interests, but Jesus' 
soul-deep, rock-solid peace, 
enabling us to survive life's inner 
pain and outer storms, inviting us to 
imitate Jesus' own self-sacrifice, 
giving glory to God, giving life to 
others.

 Because in the beginning of creation God 

gave the commandments of work, we 
want to harmonize work and family life. 

  
   Through work, parents help to meet their 
needs and the needs of their children.  They 
fulfill their roles as guardians and 
providers.  While the need to work does take 
away from time spend as a family, it also offers 
the opportunity for parents to set and example 
of commitment to support the family and of 
working together with others to get a job 
accomplished.  
 
   Children can also learn from work through 
the simple responsibilities of performing chores
--feeding the pets, taking out the garbage, 
helping with the dishes, etc.   They learn they 
are responsible for their own actions, how to 
be part of a team and the satisfaction that 
comes with labor well done.  
 
 
After praying together, consider the 
following weekly discussion question ... 
 
1. How is work--whether breadwinning 

employment, chores, or care--a “daily 
expression of love” in our family?  Give an 
example. 

2. Why do I work or do things for our 
family?  How can I work more lovingly? 

3. What are some “common, simple and human 
virtues”?  What makes them “true and 
authentic,” or false and inauthentic? 

4. Are there ways that work is a source of 
tension for our family?  How can I resolve the 
tension and make my work more a source of 
joy and love for the rest of the family? 

5. Modeling Jesus’ working with Joseph, how 
can I help others in our family with the ways 
they contribute, or let them know that what 
they do matters?
