JESUS' MINISTRY SUMMARIZED

The story of the raising of Lazarus from
the dead is the single longest story (apart
from the Passion) in the Gospel of John.
In it we find a summary of most of Jesus'
ministry. We see his very human nature as
he is moved by Martha and Mary's
sorrows and as he himself weeps at the
tomb of Lazarus. He is the wisdom of God's Word made flesh as he explains
to his followers that the death of Lazarus will serve as a sign of the glory of
God. He crowns the miracles he works in John's Gospel (which began with
the most "human" miracle of making new wine at Cana's wedding) by raising
Lazarus from the dead--a "preview," if you will, of his own death and
resurrection to come. This portrait of Jesus reminds us, as we near the end
of our Lenten journey, that he is with us, knows us, understands us in every
moment of our lives. He knows the joy of our human feasting, he knows the
sorrow of our weeping. As we prepare to walk with him through the days of
Holy Week, we are filled with faith that--through Christ--God's glory will be
with us in every moment of our lives and--with Christ--in our life everlasting.

A WORD FROM FR. RAY

St. John depicts the final and greatest sign of the Christ
in the raising of Lazarus. Jesus totally displays the power
of God that has been given him. This reading is of course
is a precursor of what is about to happen to Jesus, in his
own three days in the tomb. We look to this great sign as
not only the resurrection of Lazarus, but anticipating our
own resurrect ion in Christ, “Our Blessed Hope.”

Lazarus’s sisters are Martha and Mary; of whom we’re
introduced to earlier in the narratives. This family was very
close to our Lord, and these were one of those few places
that the Lord could take off his shoes and relax, have a
cocktail, and just talk story. Lazarus was one of Lords
closest and admired friends.

Jesus in this Gospel reading is betwixt villages, and
Martha and Mary are aware of his itinerary. They send a
messenger to hurry the Lord back to Bethany to heal
Lazarus’s iliness, but the Lord is compelled by a higher
power to show His glory and that of his Father’s in
Heaven.

We can’t help but agonize along with Martha and Mary
as they wait on the Lord. Jesus remains unavailable, and
his friend finally succumbs to his iliness. When Jesus
does appear, there is certainly an amount of angst with his
friends in the midst of grieving their brother’s death, and
somewhat feeling let down by their best friend.

| believe that many of us have felt what is it is like to be
let down by our friends and families, but what Jesus was
about to do for his friend Lazarus and his sisters was far
beyond the call of any expectation. Martha and Mary
believed in the resurrection of all the righteous according
to their Jewish teaching and tradition, but they were not
expecting their brother to be raised from the dead,
knowing that his body had already become corrupt and
was decomposing.

We in our humanness often brood when others don’t
meet our expectations. Jesus doesn’t always come to our
beckon call when we want him to, it's always about his
timing not ours. The wonderful character of our Lord
Jesus is when he does indeed respond to our call, we can
expect the glory of his power and love as much as
Lazarus and his sisters experienced. Jesus lifts our
drooping spirits and gives us new life. He does this
everyday in our lives through the Sacraments that he
bestowed on His Church, our true mother.

San Juan nos presenta el signo final y el mas grande de
Cristo en la resurreccién de Lazaro. Jesus muestra
totalmente el poder de Dios que se le ha dado. Esta
lectura es, por supuesto, un precursor de lo que esta por
sucederle a Jesus, en sus propios tres dias en la tumba.
Consideramos este gran signo no solo como la
resurreccion de Lazaro, sino también como una
anticipacion de nuestra propia resurreccion en Cristo,
"Nuestra Bendita Esperanza”.

Las hermanas de Lazaro son Marta y Maria; de quien
ya nos habian hablado anteriormente en las narraciones.
Esta familia estaba muy cerca de nuestro Sefor, y este
era uno de esos pocos lugares en los que el Sefior podia
quitarse los zapatos y relajarse, tomar un coctel y
simplemente hablar de historia. Lazaro era uno de los
amigos mas cercanos y admirados del Sefior.

En las lectura de este Evangelio, Jesus se encuentra
entre aldeas, y Marta y Maria conocen su itinerario.
Envian un mensajero para apresurar al Sefior a regresar a
Betania para sanar la enfermedad de Lazaro, pero el
Sefior es obligado por un poder superior, a revelar Su
gloria y la de su Padre en el Cielo.

No podemos evitar agonizar junto con Marta y Maria
mientras esperan al Sefor. Jesus no esta disponible, y su
amigo finalmente sucumbe a su enfermedad. Cuando
Jesus aparece, sin duda hay una enorme angustia entre
sus amigos en medio del duelo por la muerte de su
hermano y, en cierto modo, se sienten defraudados por su
mejor amigo.

LITURGY CORNER

On this 5™ Sunday of Lent, we are only one week
away from Jesus arrival in Jerusalem and what we
know as Holy Week in the church. In these last three
weeks of Lent we have learned that God’s mercy is
always present. Whether you are choosing a life of sin,
born with a disability or have died, Jesus sees all of our
suffering and brings us to new life. As we continue our
Journey to Jerusalem with Jesus Christ, and as Fr. Max
Oliva asked us to do during our Lenten Mission, we
must ask ourselves if we are truly walking the road with
Jesus or wasting the time we are given to get to know
him.

We have all lost someone dear to us and felt the pain
of the loss deep in our hearts. We cannot imagine a life
without them. Yet, God in his mercy helps to heal our
broken hearts and fills them instead with the memories
of our loved ones. | recently read a story of a man who
was diagnosed with terminal cancer. He could have
laid in bed and never got up again, but instead he used
the remaining time to write letters to his young
daughter. He knew he would not be there during the
tough times in her life or those milestones like, the
prom, graduation from high school or college. He would
not be there to chase the boys away or walk her down
the aisle when she found the one. He knew there was
only one thing to do. He used the time that he had left
to write letters to his daughter telling her what he would
say if he was actually there.

Jesus, like the father above knew that there would be
times in our life when we would need the advice of a
father. Times when we would want to share our
suffering and tell him of our joys. Jesus spent three
years teaching his disciples the messages He wanted
us all to receive. Jesus showed us through his life,
death and resurrection the way to salvation. The Bible
is the true word of God and Jesus is the word made
flesh. Whenever we want to hear from our father in
heaven, we only need to pick up the Bible and He is
there. In John 16:16, Jesus says, “a little while and you
will no longer see me” He also said | will not leave you
orphan. (John 14:18 NAB) and he promised to return
one day. (John 14:3 NAB) As Christians, Jesus is
ever present with us and as Catholics receiving Holy
Communion, we are in intimate union with Christ.
(Catechism of the Catholic Church #1382) The Lord
said: whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood
remains in me and | in him. (John 6: 56-59 NAB)

Before we begin our Holy Week, let us reflect on what
we would do if we knew that our time with our loved
ones would be cut short. Would we waste a second or
a minute? We do not know when the hour will come.
(Matthew 24:36 NAB) A good scripture to reflect on
is Ephesians 5:11-21 NAB.

Fifth Sunday of Lent
THE CRESCENDO OF JOHN'S
GOSPEL

The Gospel readings of the past
several weeks form a sort of
"crescendo"” as they build in
intensity toward the capstone of
our Lenten season: Holy Week.
Jesus tells the woman at the well
the secrets of her life, secrets he
could not, should not have known,
and promises her the never-
ending salvation of his living
waters. The man blind from birth
has light restored to his eyes, as
Jesus the Light from Light
overcomes the man's ailment as a
sign of removing the sin that those
around him believed was in him.
Today Jesus answers Martha's
critique of his late arrival by
informing her that Lazarus has
died for the same reason the man
had been born blind: that God
might be given glory for being the
light and life of the world. We have
been following the road to Jesus'
destiny that John's Gospel has
been tracing for us: to the place
where the Father would be given
the ultimate glory in his passion,
death, and resurrection.

LIVING IN THE LIGHT AND LIFE
Sometimes we need Jesus to walk
that same sort of road with us. We
need him to see into our hearts
and pry open for us those secrets
that we try to keep from ourselves,
from others, and from God. We
think that a life situation, illness, or
ailment is somehow a retribution
for some wrong that we have
done, and we must seek Jesus
Christ to take us past that moment
into a place of healing. And when
death itself enters or touches our

lives somehow, we are called
upon to place our ultimate trust
and faith in Jesus Christ alone. He
can take our chiding for not
making our lives tribulation-free;
but beyond that he can weep with
us as he wept at the tomb of
Lazarus. He can be with us in the
most woeful times of darkness and
death, and transform them into
God's glorious day of resurrected
new life, for he died our very
human death. When we-as
Thomas says today-"go to die with
him," filled with faith that he is
Resurrection and Life, then we
also-as we hear in the Letter to the
Romans-will live and reign with
him in everlasting glory.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Over the next two weeks, as we hear of the interior
anguish of Jesus, we are led to the Garden of Geth-
semane, the scene of a night of suffering, failure, and
loss. In Hebrew, the word means "olive press," and it
was an olive grove, although only a few trees remain.
Olives can't be eaten off the trees, they need to be
cured--knocked from the trees at harvest time, scooped
into a stone basin, and cracked open by a heavy mill-
stone. The crushing stone weight was itself called a
"gethsemane," and once it was lowered onto the olives,
oil from the fruit and the inner stone would drip into a
groove and flow into jars. The night before his death,
Jesus experienced such anguish that scripture says his
own blood perspired from him, an image no one who
understands olive oil production could miss.

Today, the Mount of Olives is within the city of Jerusa-
lem and the site of the Church of All Nations, also
known as the Basilica of the Agony. It was built in
1924, funded by Catholics in twelve different countries.
An open-air altar on the grounds is used by Anglicans
on Holy Thursday every year. Nearby is the Russian
Church of Mary Magdalene, built by the czar in 1888,
its magnificent golden domes a distinctive landmark.
There is also another tiny Catholic Church, called Do-
minus Flevit, or "The Cry of the Lord," built in a tear-
drop shape in the mid-1950s. For centuries, the Fran-
ciscan order has had the care of the shrines of the Holy
Land, and our Good Friday collection helps sustain
these precious sites. —-Rev. James Field, Copyright (c) J. S. Paluch Co.
