











Fourth Sunday Ordinary Time

Today’s readings show us what
it is like to be a prophet. As
Jeremiah recounts his call, God
warns him that he will need
strength and perseverance to
withstand the hostility he will face
from “Judah’s kings and princes”
and “its priests and
people” (Jeremiah 1:18b). God
also assures him that they “will not
prevail over you, for | am with
you” (1:19). The psalm reflects
both of these struggles as well as
deliverance from them
(“salvation”).

This is exactly what Jesus
experiences in today’s Gospel.
After he claims that his own
mission is the same as what Isaiah
proclaimed, at first the people
marvel at his “gracious
words” (Luke 4:22). Soon,
however, they become suspicious,
skeptical, and hostile, even
threatening to kill him. But just as
God promised to deliver Jeremiah,
so Jesus “passed through the
midst of them and went
away” (4:30).

HEARING JESUS AS PROPHET

After Jesus reads from the book
of Isaiah of an ancient prophet’s
mission, he says, “Today this
Scripture passage is fulfilled in
your hearing” (Luke 4:21). Jesus is
making a quite remarkable claim,
that he sees himself as a prophet
like the great prophets in Jewish
history, and that his mission like
the one described by that ancient
prophet in Isaiah chapter 61. Luke
makes it very clear that this
happened in “Nazareth, where he
had grown up” (4:14), and where
his fellow Nazarenes were quite
startled at his words.

THE DIFFICULTY OF BEING—
AND HEARING—A PROPHET
Claiming to be a prophet means
claiming to be called by God; it is
an awesome responsibility to say,
“The word of the LORD came to
me” (Jeremiah 1:4) or “The Spirit
of the Lord Gob is upon
me” (Isaiah 61:1), the saying that
Jesus adopted. Nor is it easy for
others to hear someone make this

claim. Prophets look very ordinary,
they don’t have physical evidence
of a divine call, so it is tempting to
respond with, “Who are they, to
talk like that?”

The difference is that prophets
have learned to see the world as
God sees it, and their vocation is
to summon people to bring God’s
justice and God’s mercy to that
world. This is a difficult, even
dangerous task. After all, prophets
have to speak truth to power, to
the “kings and princes . . . its
priests and people” who resist
changing their ways. Jeremiah’s
call is typical: God warns him of
dangers to come, even as he
promises him deliverance: “They
will fight against you but not
prevail over you / for | am with you
to deliver you” (Jeremiah 1:19).

Jesus faces these same
difficulties, as his fellow
Nazarenes—who initially admired
his “gracious words” (Luke 4:22)—
become skeptical, suspicious, and
then openly hostile. Jesus
understands these reactions:
“Doubtless you will say to me . .

" (4:23), and, just as God
promised Jeremiah, Jesus is
“delivered”—he passes through
the crowd before they attempt
literally to throw him out. As we
are called to act as prophets in our
world today, it is a comfort to know
that God will likewise deliver us.

CUARTO DOMINGO DEL
TIEMPO ORDINARIO
ESCUCHAR A JESUS COMO
PROFETA

Después de que Jesus lee el
libro de Isaias de una antigua
mision del profeta, él dice: “Hoy
mismo se ha cumplido este pasaje
de la Escritura que ustedes
acaban de oir” (Lucas 4, 21). Asi,
Jesus hace una afirmacion
perfectamente destacable, que él
mismo se ve como un profeta
como los grandes profetas de la
historia judia, y que su mision
como la descrita por ese antiguo
profeta en Isaias 61. Lucas pone
un énfasis muy claro que esto
pasoé en “Nazaret, donde se habia
criado” (4, 14), y donde sus
seguidores nazarenos estaban

bastante sorprendidos por sus
palabras.

LA DIFICULTAD DE ESCUCHAR
Y SER UN PROFETA

Atribuirse ser un profeta significa
haber sido llamado por Dios; es
una responsabilidad
impresionante decir: “el Sefior me
dirigio estas palabras” (Jeremias
1, 4) o “El Espiritu del Sefior esta
sobre mi (Isaias 61, 1), la frase
que Jesus adoptd. No es facil para
otras personas escuchar a alguien
que haga esta afirmacion. Los
profetas parecian personas
comunes, no tienen un signo fisico
de una llamada divina, asi que es
muy tentador responderles con la
frase “¢ quiénes son para que
hablen asi?”

La diferencia es que los profetas
han aprendido a ver al mundo
como Dios lo ve, y su vocacion es
llamar a las personas para llevar
la justicia y misericordia de Dios al
mundo. Esto es una dificil, e
incluso tarea peligrosa. Después
de todo, los profetas tienen que
hablar la verdad ante el poder, a
los “reyes y jefes . . . sus
sacerdotes o gente del campo”
gue se resisten a cambiar sus
habitos. La llamada de Jeremias
es tipica: Dios le advierte de los
peligros que vienen, aun cuando
Dios le promete la salvacion: “Te
haran la guerra, pero no podran
contigo, / porque yo estoy a tu
lado para salvarte”.

Jesus enfrenta estas mismas
dificultades, como sus seguidores
nazarenos —quien inicialmente
admiraban “la sabiduria de sus
palabras” (Lucas 4, 22)— ahora se
hacen incrédulos, desconfiados y
luego abiertamente hostiles. Jesus
entiende estas reacciones:
“Seguramente me diran . .

. (Lucas 4, 23), y asi como Dios le
prometio a Jeremias, Jesus es
salvado, —¢él pasa por en medio
de la multitud antes de que
literalmente lo despefien. A
medida que somos llamados a
comportarnos como profetas en
nuestro mundo hoy en dia, es un
alivio saber que Dios del mismo
